Syarikat Bekalan Air Selangor Sdn Bhd (Syabas) issued the unscheduled water 
supply interruption notice on Monday involving 29 areas in Kuala Lumpur and 
Selangor as the Sungai Langat Dam can no longer support the high water 
demand due to the hot weather.
